 FROM THE PRESIDENT’S TABLE: Bill McFarland 
      I want to take this opportunity to inform those that could not be with us during the 

conference in Portland that we have changes in staff personnel.  We split the duties and 

compensation of the executive director position.  Katie Damren, will now be our legislative 

liaison, and Fred Lunt, Jr. our executive director. The Board ―welcomes‖ them both to their 

new positions and is looking forward to working with them. We are very fortunate to have 

these two experienced and knowledgeable individuals working for us. 

   Fred’s retirement on January 31, 2011, from the Department of Agriculture has created a  

concern for all fairs. I have met with Commissioner Walter Whitcomb about our concerns, 

and have been assured that they are making every effort possible to fill the vacant position.   

   The fairs have been supported for many years with funding generated from the harness 

racing handle or bet. During nineties, fairs saw a sharp and significant decline in revenue 

from the yearly handle. This in part, was due to the increase of gambling opportunities 

made available to the public via the internet, out of state casinos and expansion of the 

Maine State Lottery games. 

   Realizing this decline would impact the fairs greatly, we strengthened our partnership 

with the harness racing industry players by supporting the 2002 Referendum. It was the 

―will of the people‖ with the passage of that referendum to allow  the establishment of a 

racino in the Bangor area and also in southern Maine. The Bangor racino has given new life 

to both the fairs and the harness racing industry. We hope that a southern Maine racino in 

Biddeford is in the near future. Please write, call or e-mail your legislators immedi-

ately and ask them to please support the minor necessary changes in LD 1203 and allow a 

vote in this session, which would allow the Biddeford Downs project to move forward.  

    It needs to be stated that while the MAAF is not opposed to the Oxford casino, we do 

support the harness racing industry. It can’t be said enough, harness racing supports open 

space, many businesses related to the sport, the fairs and the agricultural economy. 
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LEGISLATIVE UPDATE 

April 2011  

FIRST SESSION OF  THE 125TH

The 125TH Legislature is in full session working each day of the week. The chambers are 

now in session Tuesday, Wednesday and Thursday in the morning, and the committees meet 

in the afternoons. On Mondays and Fridays they are also holding committee hearings and 

work sessions on bills. Not all committees meet every day, as they share committee rooms 

with two committees for each room usually. You can easily find out when committees meet 

and what their agendas will be, as they have to be advertised two weeks ahead. Go to the 

Maine Legislature web page and click on schedules of committees for information. 

The industry has several bills in the hopper, but none have been scheduled for public hear-

ings yet. 

The Biddeford Racino bill LD 1203 has been printed, but not referenced to committee as 

of the writing of this update. Once LD 1203 is referenced to committee and the public 

hearing is scheduled, it will be very important that you keep yourself informed and attend 

the hearing and the many work sessions that will follow. Our appearance is critical to the 

passing of this bill during this session. If we fail, then the bill will go to public referendum in 

November, and that will be a huge undertaking for all of us. We have been working with 

the legislators on a daily basis educating them about the industry and the bill. That effort 

has been ongoing since January when the legislature convened. All segments of our indus-

try are involved in this effort, and with the continued efforts of everyone it would seem 

we have the will to get this passed in this session.  

Tuffy and Luke Varnum, hosted a meet and greet on Saturday March 26th with Senator Gar-

rett Mason and Representative Stephen Wood their legislators, which I attended. The event 

was a huge success for the industry, and we NOW have the support of two NEW legisla-

tors. If everyone could invite their Senators and Representatives to their homes and or 

barns and let them hear and see what we do, it would be extremely helpful for us when 

our bill LD 1203 comes up for vote. 

This kind of effort pays much larger dividends for us than does all the lobbying we do at 

the State House. If we want the new track and Racino in Biddeford, we need to let them 

know and see what we do for work. Thank you to the Varnums for the EXTRA EFFORT !

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LEGISLATIVE NOTES FROM KATIE DAMREN  
                      MAAF  LEGISLATIVE LIAISON  

Heading into April, 2011 we will be faced with some of the most important  
legislation that the fairs have ever considered. Your fair's future may very well  
hang on decisions made by the 125th Legislature.  

―Recommendations Regarding the Legislative Review of the Allocations of Slot  
Machine Revenue." This bill came out of the meetings held last summer and fall by  
the Joint Standing Committee on Legal and Veterans Affairs of the 124th Maine  
Legislature. Only a few of that committee remain on the new Veterans and Legal  
Affairs Committee of the 125th Maine Legislature, and only one or two members of  
this 124th Legislative Committee were even in office back in 2003.  

We must again try to provide a committee with the information that relates to the  
historical background of the original agreement governing the slot machine revenue  
that is derived from Hollywood Slots.  

The various recipients of revenue from this source furnished the information that  
was requested last year, going back to the year 2005, and the fairs provided the  
necessary financial information covering their receipts and expenditures from the  
so-called .cascade.. So did other recipients. The monies received by state agencies  
was not so closely scrutinized,  

You need to review this L.D., go over the list of information that each fair would  
need to supply, and then contact your Legislators. This bill certainly shows that the  
committee has very little understanding of the burden they are trying to create for  
the agricultural fairs and other recipients of slot machine revenues. The L.D.  
requires that this information be furnished to the appropriations committee as well  
as the committee submitting. the bill.  

You also need to be aware that the State of Maine has already taken money from the  
"Fund for a Healthy Maine's Program" and placed a cap on same for the future.  
Also, money that should have gone to a program for Gambling Addiction was re-  
routed to DHHS.  

The distribution of net profit from Hollywood Slots was a negotiated settlement 
that your fairs participated in (giving up an additional one percent) in order to meet 
the thirty-nine percent goal that was necessary for an agreement with 
Penn .National. I represented all of you back then and it was a grueling and unpleas-
ant time., .

If you want more information on how this agreement-came about I will be glad to  
talk with you. The Breeders, the Horsemen, The Commercial Tracks and the Off  
Track Betting Facilities along with the Agricultural Fairs were all involved in the

successful vote received on Q2. That referendum was then re-written by the  
Legislature under L.D. 1820. The final disposition of revenues was negotiated by all  
the players and implemented as agreed.  

There are at least a dozen more L.D.'s that could affect the fairs already printed 
and assigned to committees for hearings. They will come at us fast and furious 
from now on.  

We will try our best to monitor proposed legislation and protect your interests. 
We may need you to attend some of the hearings or ask you to contact your

FROM THE CARD TABLE OF YOUR EXECUTIVE DIRECTOR: 

It is not hard to tell from reading Katie’s column and Bill message, that things are really hot 

in Augusta.  We have spent a great deal of time in Legislative Committee meetings watching 

out for all the Fair’s interest.  Katie is spending a great deal of time talking to the Legislators 

to be sure our story is being heard. There are times when we are going to need your sup-

port at these hearings, if nothing else then to be there.  Just having people there many times 

makes difference in having a favorable vote.  During this time of budget shortfalls here in 

Maine, all sources of income are being examined to find additional funding.  The funding re-

ceived from the racino to the fairs, is being looked at to be sure that it is being used for the 

betterment of the fairs.  It appears that the fairs will have to start providing information on 

the use of the funds starting this year.  I have volunteered to work with the Veterans and Le-

gal Affairs Committee (VLA) and the Department of Agriculture, to develop one form that 

will give both the VLA and Agriculture the information they need to determine stipend, and 

at the same time show how the racino money is being used. So, to all Fair Treasurers, keep a 

good record on how the racino money is being used, until we are able to create a suitable 

form.
